1.0 Rules
1.1 The regatta will be governed by the ‘rules’ as defined in the Racing Rules of Sailing 2001-2005.
1.2 The YNZ Safety Regulations Part I shall apply.

2.0 Changes to Racing Rules
The Racing Rules will be changed in accordance with rule 86 as follows:
2.1 Rule 41 will be changed to:

A boat may receive outside help as provided for in rule 1. Otherwise, she shall not receive help except for
an ill or injured crew member or, after a collision, from the crew of the other boat, or from the Club’s
official rescue boats to remove a spar of a capsized boat from the bed of the inlet (if requested).

3.0 Eligibility and Entry
3.1 The regatta is open to boats of the Optimist class.
3.2 Entries will be accepted at the Paremata Boating Club, Paremata Road up until 0930 on

Wednesday 3rd December 2003 (or Friday 5th December 2003 reserve day) with an entry fee of
$10.00

3.3 Each competitor shall be a student who has completed a learn to sail course, has passed the
Yachting New Zealand Level 1 Certificate, is attending a primary school in the Wellington region
and is in Year 8 or below.
